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US v. Legassey
At a General Court-Martial at Marine Corps Base Camp Pendleton, California, Staff Sergeant N. M. Legassey was convicted by a military judge alone of unauthorized absence, wrongfully using a controlled substance, indecent conduct with a minor, and possession of child pornography. The military judge sentenced the accused to 28 months confinement, reduction to E-1, and a dishonorable discharge.  
US v. Nesmith
At a Special Court-Martial at Marine Corps Base Camp Pendleton, California Lance Corporal, K. S. Nesmith was convicted by a military judge alone of unauthorized absence, disobeying a lawful general order, damage of military property, wrongfully using a controlled substance, assault, and acting drunk and disorderly. The military judge sentenced the accused to 7 months confinement, forfeitures of $1,010.00 per month for 7 months, reduction to E-1, and a bad-conduct discharge. 
US v. Herzog
At a Special Court-Martial at Marine Corps Base Camp Pendleton, California Lance Corporal M. J. Herzog was convicted by a military judge alone of disobeying a lawful general order, making a false official statement, and damage of military property.  The military judge sentenced the accused to 150 days confinement, reduction to E-1, and a bad-conduct Discharge.  
US v. Leone 
At a Special Court-Martial at Marine Corps Base Camp Pendleton, California Private First Class M. R. Leone was convicted by a military judge alone of unauthorized absence.  The military judge sentenced the accused to 100 days confinement, reduction to E-1, and a bad-conduct discharge.  


US v. Sine
At a Special Court-Martial at Marine Corps Base Camp Pendleton, California Staff Sergeant W. D. Sine was convicted by a military judge alone of disobeying a lawful order, disobeying a lawful general regulation, making a false official statement, adultery, and obstruction of justice. The military judge sentenced the accused to 12 months confinement, reduction to E-1, and a bad-conduct discharge.

US v. Kuhn
At a Special Court-Martial at Marine Corps Base Camp Pendleton, California Private M. A. Kuhn was convicted by a military judge alone of unauthorized absence. The military judge sentenced the accused to 45 days confinement and a bad-conduct discharge.
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
