At a General Court-Martial at Marine Corps Base Camp Pendleton, California, Sergeant Jeremiah E. Ledesma, USMC, was convicted by a military judge alone of one specification of conspiracy to commit larceny of a motorcycle, one specification of making a false official statement, one specification of destruction of non-military property of a value of more than $500.00, and three specifications of larceny of a motorcycle of a value of more than $500.  The military judge sentenced the accused to 2 years confinement, reduction to E-1, and a bad conduct discharge.  
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
