Legal Services Support Team – 29 Palms

	At a Special Court-Martial at Marine Corps Air Ground Combat Center Twentynine Palms, California, Corporal D. D. Moody was convicted by military judge alone of unauthorized absence, violation of a lawful order, wrongful use of marijuana, assault, and disorderly conduct.  The military judge sentenced the accused to 137 days of confinement, reduction to E-2, and a Bad Conduct Discharge.

Legal Services Support Team – Miramar
	At a Special Court-Martial at Marine Corps Air Station Miramar, California, a Corporal W. T. Diaz, was convicted by a military judge alone of violation of a lawful regulation, assault, and disorderly conduct.  The military judge sentenced the accused to 45 days confinement, and reduction to E-3.  

Legal Services Support Team – Camp Pendleton
	At a Special Court-Martial at Camp Pendleton, California, Cpl A. G. Hichoshichos was convicted by a military judge alone of using disrespectful language toward a superior non-commissioned officer, wrongfully using provoking words and gestures, and drunk and disorderly behavior.  The military judge sentenced the accused to 6 months confinement, reduction to E-1, and a forfeiture of $1,010 per month for six months.
	At a Special Court-Martial at Camp Pendleton, California, Cpl G. O. Berkheimer was convicted by a panel of officer and enlisted members of using disrespectful language toward a non-commissioned officer and committing a false official statement.  The member’s panel sentenced the accused to reduction to E-1 and 30 days of hard labor without confinement.  
	At a General Court-Martial at Marine Corps Base Camp Pendleton, California, a Marine Lance Corporal was acquitted by a panel of officer and enlisted members of sexual assault. 
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
